CROCHET INSTRUCTIONS FOR PRAYER SHAWL

Many people have shown an interest in making a Prayer Shawl, but have lamented, "1 can't knit - are there instructions for crocheting one?" Well, ladies, here is the answer to your prayers ​let the crocheting begin!!

MATERIALS NEEDED TO MAKE SHAWL:

Crochet Needle Size:     N-15

MM:      10.0

Finished sized of work:    approx. 51/2 to 6 feet by approx. 21/2 to 3 feet

Amount of Lion Brand Yam:  4 to 5 skeins

UNFRINGED SHAWL (120 stitches, 50 rows)

Row 1:
Tie yarn onto needle. Loosely chain 120 stitches.

Row 2:
Chain 3 more times. Turn work. Skip 4 holes. ½ double crochet*

into 5th hole. Continue ½ double crochet into each hole in row 1. 
Row 3:
Chain 3. Turn work. Skip 1 hole. ½ double crochet into 2nd hole. 

Continue ½ double crochet into top of each stitch in previous row until you


reach the large hole at the very end of the row. ½ double crochet 2 stitches


 into large hole. This combination of skipping holes on one end and double


stitching holes on the other end will automatically create a nice border for


your finished work.**

Rows 4-50:        Repeat row 3. At end of row 50, tie off yarn. Weave in loose ends where


new skeins were added.

FRINGED SHAWL (100 stitches, 50 rows)

Row 1:
Tie yarn onto needle.  Loosely chain 100 stitches then follow above


directions beginning with Row 2, add 5 to 6 inch fringe as desired to short


sides of shawl.

*1/2 Double Crochet:  Yarn over. Insert needle under BOTH sides of top of stitch on previous row (or through each chain on first row). Yarn over. Pull yarn through. At this point, you should have 3 loops on your needle. Yarn over and pull yarn through all 3 loops.

** Built-in edging

By skipping a hole as you begin each new row (row 3-through 50), and by putting 2 stitches in the large open holes at the end of each row (row 3 through 50), you will automatically create a nice open/closed/open/closed pattern on our short edges.  This will give your work a finished look with or without fringe.
